At least eight sites in Lorain and Cuyahoga Counties are
among 62 along Lake Erie being recommended to the U. S.
Corps of Engineers for construction of earthen dikes to prevent
predicted spring flooding.

The dikes are part of Operation Foresight, a program
providing temporary protection to low lying areas along the
lake shore against flooding caused by high lake levels.

The sites in Lorain County are the city of Vermilion,

Beaver Creek. Terrance Beach, Loraia-Black River and Schu-
macher Ditch areas

InCuyahoga County they are the Rocky River area, the
North East Yacht Club-Sewage Disposal Plant area and the
City of Euclid.

Representatives of the Ohio Department of Natural Re-
sources and the Corps of Engineers will make on-site inspec-
tions of the locations next week.

The engineers will then make a cost-benefit analysis on a
pared-down number of sites that might be likely to benefit
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from the program.

At the same time the DNR, the Ohio Environmental Prot-
ection Agency and the engineers will assess the environmental
impact of building protection facilities at selected sites.

The Corps of Engineers hopes to have the structures built
by mid-March, or before the ice breaks up.

William B. Nye, director of the DNR. re-emphasized his
doubt that the program can provide complete protection and is
continuing to urge local governments along the lake to adopt
flood plain zoning regulations to make their residents eligible

for federal flood insurance, even in areas where dikes are
built

airport area. Springbrook. the shoreline from Sandusky to
Perkins Township, the Huron River Franklin Flats area.

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Early peace hangs
on U.S. attitude,
N. Viets declare

PARIS (UPI) — North Vietnamese Politburo member Le
Due Tho said today a peace agreement can be reached quickly
if the United States shows good will, but he said no amount of
pressure will force his country to give in.

Tho, hatless and with his usual smile, flew in from Moscow
following talks with Soviet and Chinese leaders to resume
peace negotiations Monday with U. S. presidential adviser
Henry A. Kissinger after a three-week lapse.

"If the American side will prove to have a real serious atti-
tude and good will, then the Vietnamese problem can be peace-

AIR WAR COST UP $2 BILLION

WASHINGTON (AP) — An additional $2 billion may be
needed this fiscal year to pay for the air war over Indochina,
the Pentagon says.

This would bring the total cost of the war for fiscal 1973 to
about $8 billion, well below the peak annual cost of about $20
billion in the late 1960s.

Defense Department officials said yesterday that at least
$250 million of the extra money is attributable to aircraft lost
over North Vietnam during recent stepped-up air raids.

Raiders make
record seizure
of bogus bills

CHATTANOOGA, Tenn. (UPI) — Government agents
smashed the largest counterfeiting operation in the nation's
history yesterday, seizing $7 million to $10 million in near-per-
fect, bogus $20 bills

The agents also confiscated several garbage cans full of
discarded bills, which didn't measure up to the counterfeiters'
high standards.

Five persons, including two women, were arrested in the
raids, which took place at two rural lakeside cottages.

"They had a complete plant — a printing press, cameras,
plates, negatives — everything that is used in the process of
counterfeiting." said Paul Doster. special agent in charge of
the secret service in Nashville.

He said at least $12,000 had been invested in the counterfeit-
ing operation, which included a supply of paper similar to that
on which real money is printed.

Although three pistols were found in the cabins, located on
the outskirts of the community of Soddy about 20 miles north of
here, agents encountered no resistance.

The suspects reportedly told authorities they had about $5.5
million in counterfeit money, but agents said there might be
twice that amount.

According to secret service records in Washington, the
largest previous such haul in the nation's history was a $4.5
mjllion seizure made in Los Angeles four years ago.

NASA slashes Plum Brook

More than 600 jobs will be eliminated as
the federal government curtails activities at
the Lewis Research Center in Cleveland and
phases out the Plum Brook f ac i l i t y in Erie
County near Sanduskv in the next year-and-a-
half. '

As part of a nat ionwide program to de-
crease spending on space programs, the Na-
tional Aeronautics and Space Administration
(NASA i announced the cutbacks yesterday

Officials had no exact figures on the num-
ber of Lorain countians a f fec ted by the
surprise announcement, but manv work at the
two space facilities

THE $70 MILLION Plum Brook s ta t ion,
which employs 461. provides an annual con-
tribution of approximately $12 million to the
Sanduskv area economy

This is made up of salaries, support con-
tracts and procurement activities, according
to Hugh Harris. NASA public information offi-
cer in Cleveland.

Onlv a handful of caretakers and security
personnel w i l l work at the 8.000-arre Plum
Brook facility, located on Sanduskv's southern
border when the phase-out is completed by
June 30.1974

The government wi l l a t tempt to aid all
omplovcs affected bv the cu tback . Har r i s
said. Some will receive carlv retirement, oth-
ers transfers, and some a form of severance
pav

AT LEWIS, located at Brookpark and
(Irayton roads on Cleveland's west side, the
c u r t a i l m e n t wi l l deal m a i n l y wi th the pro-
grams involving nuclear propulsion and power
programs

The reduction ot about 600 jobs at both fa-
cilities is "in addition to a planned reduction
of about 90 at both plants." Harris said

The f i rs t employes to leave Plum Brook
will be about 180 who were involved with the
nuclear programs

A NUCLEAR reactor, which cost $15 mil-
lion, will be shut down bv June 30 this year.
Harris said

"In research and technology, work on nu-
clear propulsion will be discontinued and work
on nuclear power will be sharplv curtailed."

NASA'S Plum Brook facility in Sandusky will be closed by the end of June next
year The deactivation is pairt of a NASA budRel cut that will eliminate or sharply
curtail several long-term programs.

instal la t ion involved wi th testing nuclear
power

NASA said near-term projects that will not
be affected bv the cutback include the Skvlab
experimental space station, the space shuttle,
the Apollo-Sovu? test project. Viking, and the
Mariner-Jupiter Saturn mission

AT PLUM BROOK the nuclear reactor test
facihtv was first used in 1961

Also at the site is a $4 4 million space pow-
er faci l i ty that simulates altitude conditions
for tests of spacecraft and spacecraft compo-
nents It began operations last vear

A $12 mi l l ion space propulsion research
facility opened in 1969 is a vacuum chamber
that has the capability of handling firings of
full-scale rockets

All Plum Brook radioactive material that
is moveable w ill be relocated, but parts of the
reactor itself are immovable and will remain

COMPONENTS not moved to the Cleve-
land f ac i l i t v wi l l be placed in an equ ipment
pool and used as needed, NASA said

"The land is being placed in standbv with
the assumpt ion operations will be resumed
sometime in the future." the spokesman said

The NASA cutbacks will turn $200 million

For the few who do not
want abortions, f ine , they do not have to have them, but I
would like to go to a good doctor and say 'go ahead' — I have
enough children and they cost too much to raise "

"Rather than take"the chance of losing two lives to a
quack, give proper medical attention to anv woman who feels
she must have an abortion and save her life "

"Too many children are abused and live lives of hell as a
result of being unwanted."
